ST. PETER DAMIAN 
 
St. Peter Damian was born in 1007 in 
Ravenna. He was the youngest child. 
Both of his parents died while he was 
still a child and he came under the 
care of one of his brothers. 
 
However, his brother treated  
St. Peter like a slave and, eventually, 
he was sent to tend pigs. St. Peterôs 
brother Damian, who was an  
archpriest, took pity on the young 
Peter. He saw to Peterôs education 
and Peter was so thankful that he 
took Damian as his surname. 
 

St. Peter Damian joined a newly established order of 
Benedictine monks that were known for their austerity. 
His penance was so excessive that it gave him  
insomnia that was cured after a lot of difficulty. After  
that, St. Peter was more careful about his disciplines. 
 
After a time, St. Peter Damian became abbot of his 
monastery and founded others. He was made a bishop 
in 1057. St. Peter Damian became known for being 
able to settle disputes and bring peace. His writings 
also called for observance of morality and discipline.  
 
He died in 1072 after a sudden fever. He was made a 
doctor of the Church in 1828.
